· Children still learn core areas: Number, Algebra, Shape & Space, Measures, Data & Chance.

💡 What Your Child Will Experience
· More discussion and reasoning — children explain their thinking and learn from each other.
· Hands-on learning — using games, materials, and real-world problems.
· Confidence-building — it’s okay to make mistakes; that’s how learning happens.
· Connections to everyday life — maths in cooking, shopping, time, nature and play.
· Focus on understanding, not just answers.

🧠 Key Learning Goals
Children will develop:
1. Understanding – knowing why maths works.
2. Fluency – being accurate and efficient.
3. Reasoning – explaining and justifying answers.
4. Problem-solving – using maths in new situations.
5. A positive attitude – seeing maths as useful and enjoyable.
